with Balavihar, Yuva Kendra etc.)

School Discipline :-

1. Students should be in neat and tidy uniform.

2. They should be punctual. Latecomers and absentees should bring

the late attendance and absence record signed by their parents.

3. Take prior sanction for leave and absence except in unforeseen

circumstances. In case of long leave on grounds of illness a medical

certificate will have to be produced.

4. Long leave for more than 15 days will result in the removal of the

student's name from the school roll. In such cases, however

re-admission may be granted by the discretion of the Principal.

5. Pupils are not allowed to meet the parents or visitors in school or to

leave the school premises during school hours without the

permission of the Principal.

6. Gold ornaments / toys / magazines and other costly items including

excess cash will not be allowed. Exchange of articles or money

transaction between students is not allowed.

7. Pupils themselves are responsible for their personal belongings,

books, writing materials, lunch boxes etc.

8. It is forbidden to write or scribble on wall or dirty the classroom or

damage any classroom materials. Pupils have to pay for the damages

as per the direction of the Principal.

9. Pupils are not allowed to purchase any article of food from

unauthorised dealers at or near school premises.

10. Every pupil must take part in school games and other activities

unless declared physically unfit or exempted by the Principal.

11. Parents are requested to make their children participate in all

activities including public functions conducted in School by taking
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daily interest in the progress of their children and enforcing

regularity, punctuality and discipline.

12. Students deliberately abstaining from such activities should submit

genuine reason if any from their parents.

13. The Principal/Vice Principal can be contacted between 2.00 pm to

3.00 pm on all Mondays and Thursdays.

14. For the smooth functioning of the school, parents are allowed to

visit the school only during the visiting hours. i.e. 3.30 to 4.00 pm

on all Thursdays.

15. Answer paper will be sent to the parents after every examination.

Parents are requested to go through them carefully and return them

within two days duly signed. The decision regarding the promotion

of the child is final and will not be reconsidered.

16. Pupils should converse only in English in the School premises.

17. Parents are requested to read the rules carefully and see that they

are followed. Please note that the rules are subject to modification

in the interest of the pupil and the school.

18. Student must be polite and courteous. Every pupil is urged to

contribute to the high moral and spiritual standards set for the school

by his / her manner and conduct. They are answerable to the school

authorities for their conduct even outside the school.

19. Books, Tiffin Carriers, Stationery articles etc., should bear the name

of the owner.

20. No electronic equipments such as mobile phones, I-pods, Pen

Drives, Digital Cameras, CDS etc., will be allowed in the school

campus. If anyone brings such equipment, it will be seized and

kept as school property.

Guidelines for best result in Studies:-

1. Time is precious. Never waste time. A fixed time should be set aside

for study, daily at home.

2. Difficult subject must be given priority during study time. Once you

have done this, the rest of your work will be easy.

3. Always revise the work done in the class before you pass on to

something new. Do not leave everything until examinations. Feel

free to ask your teacher for further explanations if you have

difficulties.

4. Cultivate an interest in games. Recreation helps to refresh your

mind and body.
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5. There is a time for work and time for play. While studying let your

whole heart be on study. While at play enjoy yourself completely.

6. Make a daily time-table for yourself for your study, for your meals,

for rest, recreation etc. This will enable you to cultivate good habits,

a most valuable asset in later life.

Pupils code of Conduct

1. Stand, fold your hands and say ‘Hari Om’ when you meet your

elders.

2. Use good and kind words when you talk to others.

3. When you address your friends or classmates, call him / her by name.

4. Say ‘Excuse me madam / Sir’ to your teachers before you want to

speak anything.

5. Say ‘Thank you Madam / Sir‘ to your teachers when he/she helps

you or guides you in any works.

6. Express gratitude when somebody helps you.

7. Say "l am sorry" when you have done a wrong or committed mistake.

8. Offer your help to a student, to a child of Nursery or KG classes if
he/she has some difficulty and needs help.

9. Any article found in the Verandahs, Playground, School premises

should be handed over to the In-charge of the ‘Lost and Found

Property’.

10. Dress properly. Your uniform should always be clean and ironed.

11. Keep your bags and seats always clean.

12. Keep your teacher's table and chair always clean. The notebook

wanted by the teacher should always be kept arranged on the table

for teacher's checking.

13. The class monitors will keep the Black Board always clean for use

by the teacher. Chalk and duster should always be handy for the

teachers.

14. It is your duty to take care of water taps; use them only when it is

needed.

15. Vidyalaya belongs to you. You belong to Vidyalaya. Remember this

is your second home.

16. Make use of stoppers every day before strong winds damage

windows.
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17. Keep the walls, shelves, cupboards, almirahs and class-rooms clean.

18. Own a plant and take it under your own protection and care.

19. Flower beds, rose plants and flower-vases bring us close to nature

and natural phenomenon.

20. Switch Boards and electrical installation are out of bounds for you.

School Chowkidar alone will switch them ON and OFF.

21. Make use of Dust - bins. These are meant to keep class rooms clean.

22. Move in two rows outside the class room when it is lab, games or

Assembly time.

23. Barbed areas, Nursery site and water pumping areas are out of

bounds for you.

24. When you disperse in the afternoon, follow the instructions of the

teachers; move in single line towards the buses. Stand in queue.

Allow small children to move in first.

25. Move out of class room only with the teachers permission.

26. Students must always carry lunch-box and junior students should

carry water bottle also with them.

27. Students must bring their School Diary daily and keep always with them.

28. Students are strictly instructed to bring vegetarian food only.

29. Students should bring all text books and all note books as per the

time-table.

30. Text-books and note books should be covered with brown paper

and labelled.

31. Every pupil has to follow strictly Bus-Travel rules. Sense of discipline

can be substantially strengthened by adherence to rules.

32. Small children should be given priority for seats.

33. Leaning against bus door is prohibited.

34. Seek the advice of the teachers if there is any trouble or difficulty

in the bus.

35. Take your belongings before you get down from the bus. Getting

down should be always orderly so as to avoid mishaps.

36. Shouting and crying in the Bus is prohibited. lt disturbs the driver.

37. Students are not allowed to keep moustache and beard.
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Bus Facilities :-

School vehicles are available for the transport of school children.

Parents should apply in person for the use of school bus facilities The

bus facilities will be made available only on annual basis. The bus charge

should be paid in advance. Only those students who pay bus fare before

30th June alone will be permitted to travel by bus from first July onwards.

(The bus pass will be issued to students only on payment of fees in

advance. No student will be permitted to travel without a bus pass.)

PUBLIC TRANSPORT

The School Authorities are not responsible for any delay, accident

or breakdown of the transport. Parents sending their wards are doing so

at their own risk.

SCHOOL TRANSPORT

Those who make use of school transport facility should follow the

instructions given below:-

1. Separate application form has to be filled in for availing the school

transport facility.

2. The child should wear the identity card everyday without fail.

No child will be allowed to board the bus without the identity card.

3. Children should wait in queue for the arrival of the bus and board

the bus with decorum.

7. Students are not permitted to eat or drink while travelling.
